General Business

1. Congratulations to APL from Dianne Glenn and ARC on the achievements over the past year.  Dianne noted that APL is held in highest regard and are considered “Champions”.  Dianne and Jack Craw (ARC Biosecurity Manager) would be pleased to nominate APL for any awards (i.e. green ribbon) – we only need to ask.

2. Dianne Glenn also noted that in regards to our query about the possibility of siting an APL shadehouse at the Regional Park.  This has been forwarded onto the Southern Parks officers at ARC and will progress with a meeting between the interested parties.

3. Rural Industry Group – although this is primarily a forum for farmers – Dianne Glenn confirmed that Awhitu and Kaipara Landcare have been accepted as part of this group.. David Craig has been attending these meetings.

4. EIF – Dianne Glenn advised that all our applications have been accepted.  3 through Biosecurity and 1 planting/community vegetation application through the normal EIF channel.  Bush monitoring costs are approved, but ARC suggest there are better models available than the FORMAK method and will liaise with APL regarding this.

5. Pest Control – Dianne assured APL that the $50000 for pest control would be in the Long Term Community Plan and is likely to be able to be relied upon in the medium term - congratulations to APL for securing this significant funding.

6. Ian McNaughton wished to record our thanks to ARC for their practical and technical support, which has been so critical to our success.  Special thanks to ARC employees Mark Geaney, Dave Galloway, Garrick McCarthy and Chris Katterns for their support, 

7. Also huge thanks to all our community helpers and members.  “We are the community and we hope the community are us”.

The meeting closed at 8.10 pm and was followed by a very interesting Video show and presentation by Alistair Shanks from Watercare speaking on The Wastewater Treatment Plant at Mangere and the effects on the Manukau Harbour.
