1. Brian Clarke spoke on the invasion of sand drifts on neighbouring property on the north west corner of the Peninsula.  Brian has been corresponding with DOC and LINZ for the last 30 years to improve this area.  DOC have done some work on their land and Auckland Council persuaded LINZ to plant marram for two years.  There has been no more work done for some considerable years.  LINZ met with Ian McNaughton and Brian late last winter but have made no decision as yet to do any more work.  Dianne Glenn will give Brian some contacts and Dan Lynch and Jill Naysmith from Auckland Council would like to be kept informed.  APL will support Brian in sending a letter to various organisations including the Minister of Conservation to get some land stabilization underway.
