Gas Traps – Good nature’s possum trap not released yet – still trialing.

Tracker tunnels - $8.50 each for 50. Action: Adam to apply to EIF for funding on this (letter needed from school in support), so we can start a programme involving the school children.
Action: Kate to ask Garrick to bring magpie trap to meeting on 29th April.
Enviro News:     

Shadehouse:
Adam has taken out some plants as it is overflowing.  Adam has good shade and plenty of water at home.  David Craig promises shadehouse extension very soon.
Revegetation:

Awhitu Central – fencing to start 5th May(4 day job).  David has resprayed area and will spray pampas again. Macracapa still to be removed.  Tricia has done species list and advised not to plant any new species in the wetland area. Community Planting – 1st August
Action: Adam and Anna to follow up chain across entry with Richard and Greg (FDC)

Action: Adam to apply to EIF for plants, mostly Manuka from Taupo Native Nursery

Kauri Grove – Have 15 good big plants ready to plant.  This to be a photo opportunity with shadehouse volunteers and maybe Tony Murrell interviewed for Waiuku Post with planting dates included in article.  Planting Date – 8th/9th May.   Action: Anna and Adam to follow up sign for this Awhitu Central reserve with Greg/Richard.
Waimatuku – TNN agreed to donate plants.  Possible Planting Date – 10th/11th or24th/25th July.  Action: Adam will transport some plants and Anna and Adam will ask FDC for support with BBQ and shelter etc.
Hatton Rd – Plants on site not doing well due to dryness and FDC contractors have sprayed again. 

Planting Date – 30th May for releasing.  Action: Adam to spray before planting date.
Pollok Wharf – Big pines still lying in carpark.  Action: Adam to enquire at ratepayers meeting about this and spray Inkweed in mulch.  FDC contractors have sprayed some plants.  Planting – 27th June
Craig Reserve – Plants from shadehouse and David to dig up flax plants to bring. Planting – 21st August
Lighthouse – Pohuts need releasing – September – date to be advised.
Kauri Die Back:  PTA signage being sorted by FDC for Matakawau walkway. We also need PTA signage for Awhitu Central and Kemp Road reserves.
